UMPhSA Role Descriptions
Only students entering 4th year:

4th Year Co-Stick

The 4th year co-stick is responsible for leading Student Council meetings, directing Student Council committees and initiatives, delegating tasks and responsibilities to other members of Student Council, and liaising with faculty members on behalf of the student body. The 4th year co-stick must organize the annual Career Fair and be prepared to speak on behalf of pharmacy students at public events, including the Student Recognition Ceremony, the White Coat Ceremony, and the Mortar and Pestle Ceremony. The 4th year co-stick must also provide guidance to the 3rd year co-stick during their term and in the year following graduation, if necessary.
The 4th year co-stick is also a representative on the Curriculum Management Committee, Faculty Executive Council, the Endowment Fund Committee, and the ad hoc Appeals Committee.
4th Year Class President

The 4th year class president is responsible for disseminating information from Student Council to their classmates. The class president is also responsible for coordinating events, managing class funds, and liaising with faculty professors regarding scheduling, assignments, and examinations.
Only students entering 4th year may vote for nominees.

Graduation Committee Chairperson

The Grad Chair is responsible for organizing fundraising, events, the graduation dinner, and the graduation ceremony, for the graduating class. The Grad Chair must be able to prepare a budget and liaise with the faculty and sponsors. Up to three (3) members may be co-chairs, fulfilling the duties of this position in collaboration.
This position is elected by the graduating class in their 3rd year.
Only students entering 3rd year:

3rd Year Co-Stick 
The 3rd year co-stick is responsible for assisting the 4th year co-stick in leadership, direction, delegation, and liaising roles. The 3rd year co-stick must also be prepared to assume the responsibilities of the 4th year co-stick, particularly when 4th year students are on practical rotation. The 3rd year co-stick must be prepared to speak on behalf of pharmacy students at public events, including the Student Recognition Ceremony, the White Coat Ceremony, and the Mortar and Pestle Ceremony.
The 3rd year co-stick is also a representative on the Curriculum Management Committee, Faculty Executive Council, the Endowment Fund Committee, and the ad hoc Appeals Committee.
3rd Year Class President

The 3rd year class president is responsible for disseminating information from Student Council to their classmates. The class president is also responsible for coordinating events, managing class funds, and liaising with faculty professors regarding scheduling, assignments, and examinations. 

The 3rd year class president is also the Manitoba Society of Pharmacists (MSP) representative, liaising with that organization.
Only students entering 3rd year may vote for nominees.

Senior CAPSI Representative
The CAPSI representatives are responsible for representing the student body on a national level with the Canadian Association of Pharmacy Students and Interns. This includes teleconferences, and attendance at the Canadian Pharmacists Association annual conference and Professional Development Week. CAPSI representatives are also responsible for promoting CAPSI locally and increasing membership enrollment. The Sr. CAPSI representative is also responsible for organizing the annual CAPSI symposium, CAPSI Awareness Week, Pharmacist Awareness Week, and CAPSI Bowling Night for CAPSI members.
Only students entering 2nd year:

2nd Year Class President

The 2nd year class president is responsible for disseminating information from Student Council to their classmates. The class president is also responsible for coordinating events, managing class funds, and liaising with faculty professors regarding scheduling, assignments, and examinations.

The 2nd year class president is also the Canadian Society of Hospital Pharmacists (CSHP) representative, liaising with that organization. 

Only students entering 2nd year may vote for nominees.

Junior CAPSI Representative
The CAPSI representatives are responsible for representing the student body on a national level with the Canadian Association of Pharmacy Students and Interns. This includes teleconferences, and attendance at the Canadian Pharmacists Association annual conference and Professional Development Week. CAPSI representatives are also responsible for promoting CAPSI locally and increasing membership enrollment. The Jr. CAPSI representative is also responsible for assisting the Sr. CAPSI representative.
Only students entering 1st year:

1st Year Class President

The 1st year class president is responsible for disseminating information from Student Council to their classmates. The class president is also responsible for coordinating events, managing class funds, and liaising with faculty professors regarding scheduling, assignments, and examinations.

Only students entering 1st year may vote for nominees. This position is elected at the start of the academic year.

Open to all students:

Information Technology (IT) Representative
The IT representative is responsible for updating and maintaining the Student Council website at www.umphsa.ca. The IT representative also collaborates with the webmasters of other schools and CAPSI if necessary.

Interprofessional (IP) Liaison

The IP Liaison is responsible for promoting interprofessional social and academic events to the student body, as well as representing Student Council on IP initiatives. The IP liaison must also liaise with student representatives of other healthcare professions.
Manitoba Pharmaceutical Association (MPhA) Liaison

The MPhA liaison is responsible for representing the student body at meetings with the provincial governing body.
Secretary

The secretary is responsible for taking minutes at Student Council meetings, as well as publishing at least two editions of the student newsletter, “The Script,” with submissions from the co-sticks, Student Council, and other students.
Senator

The senator is responsible for representing the student body at senators’ meetings at the University of Manitoba.
Social Convenor
The social convenor is responsible for organizing social events for the student body, including the Meet & Greet for 1st year students, socials, pub crawls, fundraisers, etc. The social convenor must provide a budget detailing expenses and expected revenue, and obtain sponsorship for events if necessary.
Sports Representative
The sports representative is responsible for organizing social sports-related events, including intramural leagues, other extracurricular sporting events or leagues, and student attendance at professional sports games (Blue Bombers football, Moose hockey, curling, etc.).
Treasurer
The treasurer is responsible for maintaining and updating financial records of Student Council, as well as writing and receiving cheques and other monies on behalf of Student Council.
University of Manitoba Student Union (UMSU) Representative

The UMSU representative is responsible for liaising with UMSU and attending meetings at the University of Manitoba.

Yearbook Editor
The yearbook editor is responsible for designing, editing, ordering, and selling the yearbook, and ensuring sufficient sponsorship. The yearbook editor is also required to attend events, take photographs, and collect photographs from students.
